In terms of membership our numbers have dropped a small amount compared to this time last term, though we are anticipating a big AIT class next term. This slight drop off in membership is due to the lack of retention of some fringe chapter members who were starting to dwindle in their participation last year. This is disappointing, but, we have brought in a sizable AIT class, many of whom jumped into Melech and found a place right away. Some of these younger members are definitely future leaders of this chapter. Also, attendance at programs, meetings, and DC Council events has been very high. In many of our programs, we have had well over 80% of our members in attendance. 

One final thing that has always been a benchmark and a catalyst for the success of Melech is fraternity. Fraternity is our strong suit and I predict that this will even increase as the term goes on, as members will become better acquainted with our new AIT’s. 

For me personally it has been a blast leading Melech so far and I am looking forward to the rest of a successful term.
